one of the greatest activities we do all year.  The expression of joy on the faces of the families we help when 25 
or more teenagers enter their small homes bearing a dozen or more boxes of food and better than four huge bags 
of presents bring out the true meaning of “it is better to give than to receive.”  God has blessed us all with 
families, friends, and caring hearts.  It is wonderful to be able to share a portion of our blessings with others.  
This year we have been able to get two families form our church to help provide some of their holiday 
necessities.  The list that follows should give you an idea of some of the items for which they are in the greatest 
need.  Please bring two grocery bags full of food when you come so that we might distribute them among the 
families.  A brief description of the families is listed below.  A suggested list of items to bring is provided in 
order to help make this effort a success. 
 

We historically provide two families, associated with the 9th Street Church of Christ’s “JOY Ministry”, a 
portion of their holiday needs.  Several weeks in advance we receive a few details about the family and their 
needs.  Our families provide a portion of their holiday food and often several gifts for the family members such 
as cloths and toys for the children.  A sample of the family information is as follows:
